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FINAL CLEAR UP OF OUR WORK SITE AT THE NORTH-WEST CORNER OF THE SITE.

THE WATER LEVEL READINGS TAKEN TODAY REFLECTED THE HIGH LEVELS OF RAINFALL NORFOLK HAS RECEIVED. AS I WRITE, THE RIVER WENSUM HAS BURST ITS BANKS IN SEVERAL PLACES.

Birds:   Meadow Pipit  Anthus pratensis,  Jay  Garrulus glandarius,  Magpie Pica pica,  Yellowhammer Emberiza citrinella, Reed Bunting E. schoeniclus, Wren Troglodytes troglodytes,  Goldcrest  Regulus regulus,  Jack Snipe  Lymnocryptes minimus (x 3).

Mammals:  Roe Deer Capreolus capreolus  (1 seen running from stream in Mervyn Williamson's northern meadow, 2 others quite close to our minibus parking place).

Herptiles:  Grass Snake  Natrix natrix  (Colin Thompson found a single near our work site on arrival, although there was little or no sun to bask in!).

In flower:  Marsh Marigold  Caltha palustris,  Ragged Robin  Lychnis flos-cuculi,  Lesser Spearwort  Ranunculus flammula,  Marsh Thistle  Cirsium palustre,  Common Gorse Ulex europaeus, Western Gorse  U. gallii.
