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CLEARANCE OF SCRUB, NORTH OF STREAM

We used bowsaws and loppers to remove Birch and Grey Sallow re-growth from the area north of the stream. The work site extended from piezo station 4 in an easterly direction for approximately 200 metres.

Birds:  Snipe Gallinago gallinago - one flew up from the northern dry heath,   Pheasant  Phasianus colchicus - female.

Mammals:  Unidentified Vole - sighted in mire grass.

Butterflies:  Small Copper  Lycaena phlaeas - 1 seen.

Moths:  Plume Moth - unidentified.

Herptiles:  Adder  Vipera berus,  Common Lizard  Lacerta vivipara.

In flower:  Western Gorse  Ulex gallii,  Devil's-bit Scabious  Succisa pratensis, Ragged Robin  Lychnis flos-cuculi,  Lesser Spearwort  Ranunculus flammula, Bell Heather  Erica cinerea.
