CLEARING GORSE - NW HEATH

Among the tall gorse we discovered the red Valtra tractor of the Norfolk Wildlife Trust, along with the mounted forage harvester. Obviously further clearance work was imminent.
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Birds:  Snipe Gallinago gallinago,  Jack Snipe  Lymnocryptes minimus, Sparrowhawk  Accipiter nisus - 3 seen, Wren  Troglodytes troglodytes,  Woodcock  Scolopax rusticola,  Woodlark  Lullula arborea,  Skylark  Alauda arvensis,  Great Spotted Woodpecker  Dendrocopos major,  Yellowhammer  Emberiza citrinella - 15 seen,  Cormorant  Phalacrocorax carbo,  Long-tailed Tit  Aegithalos caudatus,  Linnet  Acanthis cannabina,  Pheasant  Phasianus colchicus.

Mammals:  Roe Deer   Capreolus capreolus - 3 seen.

Fishes:  Three-spined Stickleback  Gasterosteus aculeatus - in stream.

Moths:  Spring Usher  Agriopis leucophaeria - photographed, Pyralid - not identified, but photographed.

Plant galls:  Cola-nut Gall  Andricus lignicola,  Marble Gall  A. kollari,  Artichoke Gall  A. fecundator,  Twig Gall A. inflator.

In flower: Marsh Marigold  Caltha palustris,  Common Gorse  Ulex europaeus
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
