We cleared scrub from the area adjacent to the Southern Track. I used the chainsaw for the first time this season.

Birds:  Snipe  Gallinago gallinago  (x 2 - Reed Bed - D67),  Goldcrest  Regulus regulus  (near Stream Arch - E28).

Hemiptera:  Eared Leafhopper  Ledra aurita  (E15).  This was actually found at our work site by Don Kernott as he cleared up cut brash. It caused quite a stir with our old friend Ken Durrant when photographs of the bug were sent to him for identification. It is only the third record of this species in the County of Norfolk, and the first since 1963. Photos of the insect can be viewed in album 57 of the Buxton Heath Photographic Archive.

In flower:  Ragged Robin  Lychnis flos-cuculi,  Ling  Calluna vulgaris,  Cross-leaved Heath  Erica tetralix,  Western Gorse  Ulex gallii.

Not in flower:  Holly  Ilex aquifolium  (berries).
