Coleoptera:  2-spot Ladybird  Adalia bipunctata  (red with black spots),  4-spot Ladybird  Exochomus quadripustulatus  (black with red markings).

Moths:  A cluster of several eggs on Oak trunk (Vapourer-like).

Mammals:  Roe Deer  Capreolus capreolus  (x 2 - seen at top  end).
