BRACKEN CLEARANCE from a long ribbon of Bell Heather, adjacent to last week's work site. I found this "new" patch during last Sunday's aerial recce !

Birds:  Green Woodpecker  Picus viridis.

Butterflies:  Peacock  Inachis io,  Small Tortoiseshell  Aglais urticae,  Speckled Wood  Pararge aegeria.

Moths:  Silver Y  Autographa gamma,  Vapourer  Orgyia antiqua - larvae

Odonata:  Common Darter  Sympetrum striolatum,  Black Darter  S. danae - first record at Buxton Heath (and eastern vice-county of Norfolk!).

Coleoptera:  Violet Ground Beetle  Carabus violaceus,  7-spot Ladybird  Coccinella 7-punctata.

Hemiptera:  Shield Bug  Picromerus bidens - D43,  Green Shield Bug  Palomena prasina - nymph.

Orthoptera:  Bog Bush-cricket  Metrioptera brachyptera,  Short-winged Conehead  Conocephalus dorsalis - female,  Slender Groundhopper  Tetrix subulata.

Araneae:  Four-spotted Orb-web Spider  Araneus quadratus,  Garden Orb-web Spider  A. diadematus,  Jumping Spider  ????
Order Acarina:  Deer Tick  ????

Herptiles:  Adder  Vipera berus - female in mire, 5" reddish juvenile, D43, Common Frog  Rana temporaria,  Common Toad  Bufo bufo.

In flower:  White Beak-sedge  Rhynchospira alba,  Common Cotton Grass  Eriophorum angustifolium,  Devil's-bit Scabious  Succisa pratensis,  Bell Heather  Erica cinerea,  Ling  Calluna vulgaris,  Western Gorse  Ulex gallii.

In fruit:  Bramble Rubus fruticosis.
